Workshop presentations were given by Reverend James P. Moroney,

Executive Director of the Secretariat for the Liturgy, Mr. Frank

Monahan, Director, Office of Government Liaison, Sister Glen Anne

McPhee, OP, Secretary for Education, Reverend Daniel J. Kutys,

Executive Director, Office of Catechism and Mr. John Carr, Secretary,

Department of Social Development and World Peace.  The day con-

cluded with a dinner following Evening Prayer.  The visit provided a

unique opportunity for the seminarians to understand better the work

of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops.

In an attempt to provide a national profile of

the 2002 Priesthood Ordination Class, the

United States Conference of Catholic Bishops

(USCCB) Secretariat for Vocations and

Priestly Formation sought data from

Seminaries throughout the United States

regarding this year’s Ordinandi.  Allow me to

share specific information as related to the

members of Fourth Theology at St. Charles

Borromeo Seminary demonstrating that God

continues to call men at different ages, with

unique backgrounds, and a wide variety of

skills, talents, and interests.

The 20 deacons in Fourth Theology, with

God’s grace, will be ordained to the Priesthood

in May and June for the Archdioceses of

Philadelphia and the Dioceses of Allentown,

Arlington, Camden, and Trenton as well as

two candidates for the Order of the Blessed

Virgin Mary of Mercy and one candidate for

the Servants of Charity.  Their average age is

35.2 (the youngest candidate is 26 and the

eldest is 48). There are two men in the class

who spent nine years of formation at St.

Charles Seminary including the Spirituality

Year (12 men in the class participated in the

Spirituality Year).  Two men are immigrants to

the United States. One is a convert to Roman

Catholicism.  Eleven men were educated in

Catholic School from grades 1 through 12

while four were educated solely in the public

school system.  Some of their former profes-

sions include accountant, chef, counselor,

farmer, real estate agent, research engineer,

sales manager, social worker, and teacher.

Hobbies listed include: bicycling, golf, hiking,

juggling, playing guitar, harmonica and saxo-

phone, photography, reading, skiing, and writ-

ing.   Most have indicated that another priest

invited them to consider entering the

Seminary and that they, as priests, will also

strive to invite other young men to follow in

their footsteps.

While they will remain a positive influence

and a special gift to the Seminary community

during their final days of seminary formation,

there is no doubt the deacons are very excited

as the date of their Ordination to Priesthood

nears. I commend them for the leadership

they have provided as deacons and I am confi-

dent they will be good, holy, and dedicated

priests.  I ask that you remember them in

prayer, especially at this time in their lives, and

ask Our Lord to shower His blessings upon

them.  I shall be very proud in the near future

to call these men fellow Alumni of St. Charles

Seminary and, most especially, to refer to

them as our brother priests.

Reverend Matthew J. Kornacki, Assistant Director of Pastoral and

Apostolic Formation, considers the Multi-Cultural Sunday experience a

concrete response to the American Bishops’ call for greater cultural sen-

sitivity on the part of their seminarians.

William J. Monahan, Archdiocese of Philadelphia, Pre-Theology,

described his experience at the Byzantine Ukrainian Cathedral of the

Immaculate Conception B.V.M. as giving him a greater understanding of

the diversity within the Catholic Church and the richness of Her Rites.

Ramon A. Baez, Diocese of Arlington, First Theology, who visited the

Vietnamese community at Visitation B.V.M. Parish, reflected “It was a

great honor to be able to participate in the liturgy with people of a differ-

ent culture and to feel welcomed and appreciated by them as well.”

ACULTY UPDATESEACON RECEIVES CHALICE OF

HIS FIRST CONFESSOR

When Stephen Kazanjian’s mother and grandmother accompanied

him to St. Pius X Parish (Broomall, PA) in order for him to receive his

First Penance in 1980, they knew it would be a special experience.

Reverend Anthony M. Rossi, a member of the ordination class of 1949

and a childhood friend and classmate of his grandmother, heard

Stephen’s confession.  

When Father Rossi died on December 12, 2000 (which happens to be

Stephen’s birthday) his chalice was restored and donated to St. Charles

Borromeo Seminary in order to be given to a soon-to-be-ordained priest.

As a general practice members of Fourth Theology are given an oppor-

tunity to receive such chalices for use after ordination.  Stephen was

drawn to the chalice the moment he saw it, “It was perfect.  It was exactly

what I wanted.”  As it happened Stephen was offered the chalice and pro-

ceeded to take it home to show his family.  When Stephen’s grandmoth-

er looked at the engraving on the chalice, she recognized Father Rossi’s

name, having known him in childhood. She then recounted the story of

Stephen’s first confession. 

The special gift that Stephen received has made him reflect on the mercy

that we receive from God in the sacraments of Penance and the Eucharist.

It is a mystery that he will  contemplate for the rest of his Priesthood. 

Priests of all times and generations share in the same Priesthood, the

Priesthood of Christ. This sharing creates a fraternity. Sometimes the fra-

ternity is seen in the friendships established during seminary years at

Saint Charles Borromeo Seminary. Sometimes, this fraternity is experi-

enced in shared apostolates. Sometimes the fraternity is witnessed in

ministry to one another. Yet there are times when the fraternity is seen as

an aspect of mystery where, although the bonds are not visible, they are

still present. Such may be the case in this story. As Father Rossi gave his

life to God in priestly service, he shared the gift of God’s mercy with many

people. Stephen Kazanjian was one person who benefited from this min-

istry. As Stephen now prepares for Ordination to the Priesthood, he car-

ries with him a reminder of Father Rossi’s commitment, and more

poignantly a reminder, that the priest is a minister of God’s mercy.
